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SAVING TOMATO AND PEPPER PLANTS 

IF YOUR TOMATO AND PEPPER PLANTS ARE STRUGGLING, HERE ARE SOME HELPFUL TIPS:

· Fish Emulsion with Sea Kelp is the best fertilizer for plants, especially those environmentally stressed. 
· If plants are pale green they are most likely suffering from a nitrogen deficiency.  Fish emulsion will help.
· Dried Blood, available at garden centers, will boost the nitrogen level.  Be sure nitrogen deficiency is the problem, since too much nitrogen will result in too many leaves and no fruit.  Misuse of dried blo[image: image1.jpg]


od will attract flies; follow directions and scratch into soil.
· If you can’t decide, use a basic 5-10-5 fertilizer or a fertilizer for tomatoes.
· If the underside of the leaves or stem of your tomato plants are purple-tinged and the plant growth appears stunted, it is probably suffering from phosphorus deficiency.  Foliar feeding with fish emulsion might help. Don’t foliar feed in full sun.  Early morning is the best time.
